· Pharmaceutical demand from Pakistan is high. 

· In post-conflict reconstruction of the Island, demand for cement is high. 

· It is opportune time for Pakistanis to invest in hotel and leisure industry, since it is the world no. 2 tourist destination. 

· Next Review meeting on FTA: FTA review meeting its vital for both the countries in order to measure the progress of the FTA and also to take steps to improve the trade between two countries by attempting to reduce the non-tariff barriers. The second FTA review meeting was held in 2008 and it is important to hold the third review meeting of the Free Trade Agreement in 2010 with the view of enhancing the Trade and resolving FTA related issues. 

· Appoint of commercial Counsellor who is well-versed in politico-economic issue both bilaterally as well as at international forums like WTO, IMF etc.
